1.0 Apologies for Absence

There were apologies received from Cllrs Richards and Weild.

2.0 Declaration of Interest

There were no declarations of interest. 

3.0 Minutes of the Previous Meeting and Matters Arising

The minutes of the meeting held on 20 January were approved.

The matters arising were noted as follows:

3.1 Cllr McCann went to a meeting with Sefton Officers from Natural Alternatives. It was noted that they can move the carving to a new location in the village, if the Harington Ward Cllrs agree, then a new tree can be planted in the vacated tree pit. 

3.2 It was agreed to organise a meeting with Sam Dimba, Andy Martin and Martin Tozer (Highways) to discuss the on-going problem of blocked drains. 

3.3 Cllrs will raise the issue of the unauthorised bike trail and barbed wire broken fencing at the next National Trust meeting.

4.0 Environment Projects

4.1 It was agreed that flowering shrubs should be planted at the front of the Library adjacent to the stepping stone path and that Cllrs Riley, Weild and Wiencke will purchase these and plant.

4.2 An application for match funding of a streetlight for the passageway along Philips Lane to Walker Close has been made by the Ward Cllrs. It was agreed to put a resolution to Council to approve match funding of £2,730.50. 

4.3 Duke Street Park

· Hedge cutting to 6 foot height – members agreed that this was an extension of the existing contract and approved the quote of £575.

· Replanting of gaps in hedge – Resolution to Council to approve the re-planting of hedgerow to fill in gaps along a 75m section of Phillips Lane at a cost of £1,750.

· Cllr McCann advised he was meeting with Sefton officers to look at the entrances being redesigned to slow down scrambler bike access and for increased security and for fencing along Duke Street hedge.

· Upgrading CCTV on Phillips Lane estimate £6,000 for 3 cameras – it was noted that the existing sim contract has ended however the camera is not providing good quality coverage. It was agreed to put a Resolution to Council to approve the upgrading of CCTV on Phillips Lane at an estimated cost of £6,000 for 3 cameras.

· Mosquito – Cllr McCann reported on the complaints received of drug use in the rose garden area and will undertake some research on using a mosquito device to deter young people from staying in that part of the park. 

4.4 Flagpole Cleaning

The Clerk advised that a quote had been obtained for a safety check and cleaning of the flagpoles for £750. Replacement halyard is £14 each; gold finial £28.50; and flag weight £18.50 these would be fitted during the service if required. 

Cllrs agreed to purchase 2 new flags as the existing ones are damaged. Cllr Prescott will look at the cleaning/servicing requirements. 

5.0 Village Environment

5.1 Village trees 

· Cllr McCann will apply tree feed when signs of growth show.

· The London plane trees have been planted

· It was agreed to obtain a quote for grids to be installed around the smaller trees

· It was agreed to obtain a quote for lights in the village trees for all year-round effect. Cllrs commented that this would be achievable before the VE celebration – Resolution to Council to approve a budget/ expenditure of £10,000 - £12,000. 

5.2 Village Railing repairs

Resolution to Council to approve the estimated cost of £6,061 for the repair/replacement of the damaged pedestrian railings (less any recovered insurance claim).

5.3 Members discussed the quote received from Sefton for the painting of the street furniture, including 64 guardrail and posts at £6080 (less the replacement railings as item 5.2), 48 cycle stands at £2,400, 42 bollards at £2520, and 5 cast iron planters at £1250. It was agreed to put forward a Resolution to paint the street furniture.

6.0 Stewardship Report

There were no further items.

7.0 Environment Budget

Cllrs noted the budget expenditure to date and the invoices received. 

8.0 Rights of Way

A report is awaited on the modification to the rights of way claim. 

9.0 Any Other Business

Cllrs voiced their disapproval and anger regarding the 300 meters of hedge removed from the Liverpool Road allocated site. Cllr Bennett reported this to Sefton Metropolitan Borough Council and has been informed that this is a criminal act as this had not been given permission by Sefton, hence the 100 year-old hedge has been illegally removed by the developer. Cllrs voiced their concern that the Hedgerow needs to be replaced and the developer fined. It was agreed that the Clerk would write to Sefton with the Parish Councils views.
